Neceflity of fending over the Sea for
Drink. 1 replied, that Zwnglend (the
dear Place of 'my Nativity) was com-
puted to produce three ‘times:the quan-
tity of Food, more than its Inhabitants
are able to confume, as well as Liquors

extratted fromGrain, 'or prefled out of

the Fruit of certain Trees, ‘which made
excellent Prink, 'and the fame Propor-
tion ‘1n ‘every other Conveniencé of
Life. But in/order ‘to /feed: the Tuxury
and Intemperance ofithe Males, 'and the
Vanity of the Females, we fent away
the greatéft Part of ourneceflary Things
toother Cotintries, -from whence in -re-
turn ‘we brought theMaterials of Difea-
fes, Folly and Vice, ‘to fpend .among
ourfelves, ‘Hence it follows: of Neceffi-
ty, thatvaft Numbers of otirPeople are
compelled 0 feek their Livélihood by
Begging, ‘Robbing, ‘Stedling, Cheating,
Pimping, Forfwearing, Flattering, Su-
borniz}g , Forging, Gaming, Lying,
anmng, Hetoring, Voting; Scribling,
Stargazing, Poyfoning, Whoring | Cant-

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ing, Libelling, Free-thinking, and the
like Occupations: Every one of which
Termsy T was at much Pains to make
him underftand.

TuAT. #ine was not imported a-
mong; us from foreign Countries, to fup-
ply theé want of Water or other Drinks,
but becaufe it was a fort of Liquidwhich
made us merry, by putting us out of
our- Senfes; diverted -all ‘melancholy
Thoughts, begat wild extravagant Ima:
ginations in the Brain, . raifed otr
Hopes, wand banifhed - our Fears; {t-
fpended every Office of Reafon for2
time, and deprived us of the Uleof our
Limbs, till we fell intoa profound Sleep;
although it muft be confefled, that we
always awaked fick and difpirited, and
that the Ufe of this Liquor filled us with
Difeafes, which made out Lives uncai:
fortable and fhort.

But befide all this, the Bulk of our

People fupported themfelves by furm_‘ﬂl-
ing
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ing the Neceflities:and Conveniencies of
Life to the Rich, and to each other.
For inftance, ‘when T am at home and
dreffed as I ought 'to be, T carry on my
Body the Workmanfhip of an hundred
Tradefmen ; the Building and Furniture
of my Houfe employ as many more,
and . five times' the. Number to adorn
my Wife.

1 was going on to tell him of another
fort of People, who get their Liveli-
hood by attending the Sick, having up-
on fome occafions informed his Honour
that many of my Crew had died of Dif.
cafes. - But here it was with the utmoft
Difficulty , that I brought him to appre-
hend what T meant. He could eafily
conceive, that a Houybnhmm grew weak

or by fome Accident might hurt a Limb.
But that Nature, who works all things
to Perfection, fhould fuffer any Pains
to breed ‘in our Bodies; he thought it
impoflible, “and “defired to know the
reafon
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reafon of fo unaccountable an Evil |
told himy wefed on a thoufand Things
which operated the one contrary to each
others that we eat when we were not
hungrys and drank without the Provo-
cation of Thirft; That we fate whole
Nights drinking ftrong Liquors with:
out eating a Bit, which difpofed us to
Sloth, enflamed our Bodics, and preck
pitated or prevented Digeftion. That
proftitute. Female Zaboos acquired a
certain Malady, which bred Rottennefs
in the Bones of thofe, who-fell nto
their. Bmbraces ; That this and many
other -Difeafes, were propagated from
Father to.Son, fo that great Numbers
come into the World with complicated
Maladies upon them; that it would be
endlefs to give him a Catalogue of al
Difeafes incident to humane Bodies; 101
they could not be fewer than five of fix
hundved, fpread over every Limb, and
Joynt; in {hort, every Part, extem.al
and inteftine, having Difeafes appropr”

ted to-them, To remedy which, theré
was

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was a fort of People bred up among us,
in the Profeflion or Pretence of cuting
the Sick. And becaufe .1 had fome
Skill in ‘the Faculty, I would in Grds
titude to his Honour, let him khow the
whole Myftery and Method by which
they proceed:

Taeir Fundamental is, That all
Difeafes arife from Repletion, from
whence they conclude; that a great
Evacuation of the Body is neceflary,
either through the natural Pafface, or
upwards at the Mouth.  Their next
Bufinefs is, from Herbs, Minerals,
Gums, Oyls, Shells, Salts, Juices, Sea-
weed, Excrements, Barks of Trees,
Serpents, Toads, Frogs, Spiders, dead
Mens Flefh and Bones, Beafts and Fifhes,
to form a Compefition for Smell and
Tafte the moft abominable, naufeous
and deteftable, they can poffibly con-
ttive, which the Stomach immediately
tejects with - loathing ; and this they
call'a Pomir; or elfe from  the fame
Store-
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Store-houfe; ‘with fome other poyfonous
Additions, they command us to take i
at the [Orifice ‘above or below, (jift a5
the Phyfician then happens to be difpo:
fed) a Medicine equally annoying and
difguftful’ to. the Bowels, which re
laxing the Belly, drives downall before
it,and this they call a Purge, oraGlyfler.
For Nature (as the Pliy{icians alledge)
having, intended the f{uperior anterior
Orifice only -for- the Jutroms/fion of So-
lids and Liquids, : and: the inferior for
Ejeltion, thefe Artifts' ingenioufly con,
fidering,.that in;all Difeafes Nature 15
forced out of -her Seat; - therefore to re:
place her in it, the Body muftbe treated
in a manner directly. contrary, by meet-
changing the Ufe of each Orifice, for:
cing Solids and: Liquids in at the 4
s, and: making Evacuations at the

Mouth.

BuTt, befides real Difeafes, we ate
fubje& to many thatare oly imagine:

vy, for; which the Phyficians have 1
1_.-'{;!11:(3{1
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vented imaginary Cures; thefe have
their feveral Names, and fo have the
Drugs that are proper for.them, and
with; thefe our Female 2ahbogs are al-
ways_infefted.

O~z great Excellency in this Tribe
is_their Skill at Prognofticks, wherein
they feldom fail; their Preditions in
real Difeafes, when they rife to any De-
gree of Malignity, generally portending
“Dearh, which is always in their Power
when Recovery is not: And thecefore,
upon any unexpeted Signs of Amend-
ment, *after they have pronounced their
Sentence, rather than be accufed as fife
Prophets, they know how to approve
their Sagacity to the World by a fea-
{fonable Dofe.

THEY are likewife of fpecial Ufe to
Husbands and Wives, who are growp
weary of their Mates, to eldeft Sops.
to great Minifters of State, and often
t0 Princes.

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[ Hap formerly upon occafion dif-
courfed with my Mafter upon the Na-
cure of Government in general, and par-
ticularly of our own excellent Conflits
tion, defervedly the Wonder and Envy
of the whole World. But having here
accidentally mentioned a Minifter of
States he commanded me fome time af-
ter to inform him, what Species of 7z-
hoos 1 particularly meant by that Ap-
plication.

T Torp him, that our She Governor
or Queen having no Ambition to g
tify, ‘no Inclination to {atisfy of extend:
ing her Power to the Injury of het
Neighbours, or the Prejudice of her
own Subjects, was therefore fo far from
needing a corrupt Miniftry to carty %
or cover any finifter Defigns, that fhe
not only direts her own A&ions to
¢he Good of her People, condutts thet
by’ the Direltion, and reftrains ther

within the Limitation of the LaWSIUT
2 et
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hier own Countty; but fubmits the Be-
haviour and A&ts of thofe fhe intrufts
with the Adminiftration of her Affairs
to the Examination of her great Coun-
cil, and fubje&s them t6 the Penalties
of the Law; and therefore never puts
any fuch Confidence in any of her Sub-
jeCks as to entruft them with the whole
and entire Adminiftration of her AL
fairs: But I added, that. in fome former
Reigns here, and in many other Courts
of Europe now, whete Princes ‘grew
indolent and carelefs: of their own Af
fairs through a conftant Tove and Pur-
fuit of Pleafure, they made ufe of fuch
an Adminiftrator, as I had mentioned,
under the Title of frfl or chief Mi-
nifter of State, the Defcription of
which, as far as it may be colleGted
not only from their Ations, but from
the Letters, ‘Memoirs, and Writings
publifhed by themfelves, the Truth of
which hasnot yet been difputed, may
be allowed to be as follows: ‘That he
5 2 Perfon wholly exempt fromejoy
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and Grief, Liove and Hatred, - Pity and
Anger; at leaft makes ufe ‘of no, other
Paffions but a violent Defire of Wealth,
Power and Titles; That he never tells
Words to all Ufes, except to the Indi-
cation of his Mind: That he never tells
a Truth; but with an Intent that you
fhould take it for a Lye; nor a Lye,
but with a Defign that you fhould take
it for a Truth; That thofe he fpeaks
worft of behind their Backs, arein the
fureft Way to Preferment; and when-
ever he begins to praife you to others
or to yourfelf, you are from that Day
forlorn. 'The worft Mark you can it
ceive isa Promife, cfpecially when it is
confirmed with an Oath;  after which
every wife Man retires, and gives over
all Hopes.

TaerE are three Methods by swhich
a Man may rife to be chief Minifter:
The firft is, by knowing how with Pru-
dence to difpofe of a Wife, a Daughter
or a Sifter: The fecond, by bt:l:myln-e_.i1 or
under
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undermining his Predeceffor: And the
third is by a farious Zeal 1n publick
Aflemblics againft the Corruptions of
the Court. But a wife Prince would ra-
ther chufe to employ thofe who prac-
tife the laft of thefe Methods; becaufe
fuch Zealots prove always the moft ob-
fequious and fubfervient to the Will
and Paffions of their Mafter. That
thefe "Miniflers having all Employments
at their Difpofal, preferve themfelves in
Power by bribing the Majority of a
Senate o great Council; and at laft by
an Act of Indemnity (whereof T de-
fcribed the Nature to him) they fecured
themfelves fiom AFtcr-reckoniﬁgs, and
retired from “the Publick, ladcn'witfg
the Spoils of the Nation,

a Seminary to breed up others in his
own Trade: The Pages, Lacquics, and
Porter, by imitating their Mafter, be.
come Miniflers of State in their feve-
tal Diftrits, and learn to excel in the

ly, they have a Subaltern Court paid
to them by Perfons of the beft Rank,
and fometimes by. the Force of Dexte-
ity urd Impudence, arrive through fe.
veral Gradations to  be butceffms to
ﬂlczr Lord. '

He is ufually governed by a de-
cayed Wench, or favourite Hootman,
who, are the Tunnels through which
all: Graces are conveyed, and may
properly be called, 2 the lafi Refort,
the Governors of the Kingdom.

Oxe Day in Difcourfe my Malter
having heard me  mention the Nobi-
lity of my Country, was pleafed 0
make me a Compliment which 1 could
not pretend to deferve: That he was

Shape, Colour, and Cleanlinefs, all the

among us was altogether “a different
Thing from the Idea he “had of it;
That our young Noblemen are’ bred
from their Childhood in Idlenefs and
Luxury; that as foon as Yeats will pet-
mit, the_:}- confume their Vigour, and
contral odious Difeafes ‘among lewd
Females; and -when- their Fortunes are
almoft ruined," they marry fome Wo
man ‘of mean Birth, difagreeable Per-
fon, and unfound Conintut;on merely
for the Sake of Money,  whom they
hate and defpife. 'That the Productions
of fuch Marriages “are’ generally {cro-
phulous, ncketr or demrmcd Chil-
dren; by Which means the Family fel-
dom continues above three Genc-
rations, ' unlefs the Wife takes Circ

to plomde a healthy Father qmolng
1€¢
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her Neighbours, or Acquaintance, in
order to improve and continue the
Breed. That a weak difeafed Body, a
meager Countenance, and fallow Com-
plexion, are no uncommon Marks of
a Great Man ; and a healthy robuft Ap-
pearance is {0 far difgraceful 'in a Man
of Quality, that the World is apt to con-
clade his real Father to have been one
of the Inferiors of the Family, efpecial-
ly when it is-feen that the Imperfe&ions
of his Mind run parallel ‘with thofe ‘of
his Body, and are little elfe than a Com-
pofition of*Spleen; Dulnefs; Ignorance,
Caprice, Senfuality, and Pride.
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
