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VI. If any Member {trikes another wrongfully, he fhall pay his Club
for him.

VIL If any Member brings his Wife into the Club, he fhall pay for
whatever the drinks or fmoaks.

VI If any Member’s Wife comes to fetch him home from the Club,
fhie thall fpeak to him without the door,

IX. If any Member calls another Cuckold, he fhall be turned out of
the Club.

X. None fhall be admitted into the Club that ¥ of the fame Trade
with any Member of it.

XI. None of the Club fhall have his cloaths or fhoes made or mended,
but by a Brother-member.

XII. No Non-juror thall be capable of being a Member.
