find feveral from women complaining of jealous husbands, and

at the fame time protefting their own innocence ; and defiring
my advice on this occafion. T fhall therefore take this fubject into my
confideration ; and the more willingly, becaufe I find that the Marquifs
of Hallifax, who, in his Advice to a Daughter, has inftructed a wife
how to behave herfelf towards a falfe, an intemperate, a cholerick, a
fullen, a covetous or a filly husband, has not fpoken one word of a
jealous husband.

Yealoufy is that pain which a man feels from the apprebenfion that
be is mot equally beloved by the perfon whom bhe entirely loves. Now,
becaufe our inward paffions and inclinations can never make themfelves
vifible, it is impoflible for a jealous man to be throughly cured of his
{ufpicions. His thoughts hang at beft in a ftate of doubtfulnefs and un-
certainty ; and ‘are never capable of receiving any fatisfattion on the ad-
vantagious fide ; fo that his enquiries'are moft fuccefsful when they dif-
cover nothing : his pleafure arifes from his difappointments, and’ his- life
is fpent in purfuit of a fecret that deftroys his happinefs if he chance to
find it.

An ardent love is always a flrong ingredient in this paffion; for the
fame affe@ion which ftirs up the jealous man’s defires, and gives the
party beloved fo beautiful a figure in his imagination, makes him believe
fhe kindles the fame paflion in others, and appears as amiable to all be-
holders. And as Jealoufy thus arifes from an extraordinary love, it is of
fo delicate a nature, that it {corns to take up with any thing lefs than an
equal return of love. Not the warmeft expreffions of affection, flhE
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fofteft and moft tender hypocrify, are able to give any fatisfattion, where
we are not perfivaded that the affection is real and the fatisfaGtion mutual.
For the jealous man wifhes himfelf a kind of Deity to the perfon he
loves : he would be the only pleafure of her fenfes, the employment of
her thoughts; and is angry at every thing fhe admires, or takes delight
in, befides himf{elf.

Phedria’s requeft to his miftrefs, upon his leaving her for three days,
is inimitably beautiful and natural.

Cum milite ifio prafens, abfens ut fies :

Dies, noitefque me ames : me defideres :

Me fomnies : me expeltes : de me cogites :

Me fperes : mete obleétes : mecum tota fis :

Meus fac [fis poftremo animus, quando ego fium tuus. Ter. Eun.

The jealous man’s difeafe is of fo malignant a nature, that it converts
all he takes into its own nourifhment. A cool behaviour fets him on the
rack, and is interpreted as an inftance of averfion or indifference ; a
fond one raifes his fufpicions, and looks too much like diflimulation and
artifice. If the perfon he loves be cheerful, her thoughts muft be em-
ployed on another ; and if fad, fhe is certainly thinking on himfelf. In
fhort, there is no word or gefture fo infignificant, but it gives him new
hints, feeds his fufpicions, and furnifhes him with frefh matters of dif-
covery : fo that if we confider the effeéts of this paflion, one would ra-
ther think it proceeded from an inveterate hatred than an exceflive love;
for certainly none can meet with more difquietude and uneafinefs than
a fufpefted wife, if we except the jealous husband.

But the great unhappinefs of this paflion is, that it naturally tends to
alienate the affetion which it is fo follicitous to engrofs ; and that for
thefe two reafons; becaufe it lays too great a conflraint on the words and
actions of the fufpected perfon, and at the fame time fhews you have no
honourable opinion of her; both of which are flrong motives to aver-
fion.

Nor is this the worft effet of Jealoufy ; for it often draws after it a
more fatal train of confequences, and makes the perfon you fufpeét guilty
of the very crimes you are fo much afraid of, It is very natural for
fuch who are treated ill and upbraided falfely, to find out an intimate
friend that will hear their complaints, condole their fufferings, and en-
deavour to footh and affivage their fecret refentments. Befides, Jealoufy
puts a woman often in mind of an ill thing that the would not otherwife
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perhaps have thought of, and fills her imagination with fuch 4 unlucky
idea, as in time grows familiar, excites defire, and lofes a!l the: thame
and horrour which might at firft attend it. Nor is it a wonder, if fhe
who fuffers wrongfully in a man’s opinion of her, and has therefore no-
thing to forfeit in his efteem, refolves to give him reafon for his {ufpici-
ons, and to enjoy the pleafure of the crime. fince the muit undergo the
ignominy. Such probably were the confiderations that direéted the
wife man in his advice to husbands ; Be nor jealous over the wife of thy
baofom, and teach ber not an evil leffon againfl thy feif. Fcclul.

And here, among the other torments which this paffion produces, we
may ufually obferve that none are greater mourners than jealous men,
when the perfon who provoked their jealoufy is taken from them. Then
it is that their love breaks out furioufly, and throws off all the mixtures
of fufpicion which choaked and fmothered it before. The beautiful
parts of the charaéter rife uppermoft in the jealous husband’s memory,
and upbraid him with the 1ll ufage of fo divine a creature as was once
in his pofleflion ; whilft all the lictle imperfeétions that were before fo tin-
ealy to him, wear off from his remembrance, and thew themfelves no
more,

We may fee by what has been faid, that Jealoufy takes the deepeft root
in men of amorous difpofitions; and of thefe we find three kinds who
are moft over-run with it.

The firfl are thofe who are confeious to themfelves of any infirmity,
whether it be weaknefs, old age, deformity, ignorance, or the like. Thefe
men are {o well acquainted with the unamiable part of themfelves, that
they have not the confidence to think they are really beloved ; and are
fo diftruftful of their own merits, that all fondnefs towards them puts
them out of countenance, and looks like a jeft upon their perfons. They
grow {ufpicious on their firft looking in a glafs, and are {ftung with jea-
loufy at the fight ofa wrinkle. A handfome fellow immediately alarms
them, and every thing that looks young or gay turas their thoughts upon
their wives.

A fecond fort of men, who are moft liable to this paflion, are thofe of
cunning, wary, and diftruftful tempers. It is a fault very juftly found in
hiftories compofed by Politicians, that they leave nothing to chance or
humour, but are {lill for deriving every action from fome plot or contri-
vance, from drawing up a perpetual {cheme of caufes and ' events, and
preferving a conftant correfpondence between the Camp and the ‘Coun-
cil-table. And thus it happens in the affairs of love with men of too re-
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fined a thought. ' They put a conftrution on a look, and find out a de-
fign in a fmile; they give new fenfes and fignifications to words and
actions; and are ever tormenting themfelves with fancies of their own
raifing: they generally aét in a difguife themfelves, and therefore miftake
all outward fhows and appearances for hypocrify in others; {o that I be-
lieve no men fee lefs of the truth and reality of things, than thefe great
refiners upon incidents, who are fo wonderfully fubtle and over-wife in
their conceptions.

Now what thefe men fancy they know of women by refleétion, your
lewd and vicious men believe they have learned by experience. They
have feen the poor husband fo mif-led by tricks and artifices, and in the
midft of his enquiries o loft and bewildred in a crooked intreague, that
they fiill fuJ’pe& an under-plot in every female action; and efpecially
where they fee any refemblance in the behaviour of two perfons, are apt
to fancy it proceeds from the fame defign in both. Thefe men there-
fore bear hard upon the fufpeéted party, purfue her clofe through all her
turnings and windings, and are too well acquainted with the chace, to
be flung off by any falfe fteps or doubles: befides, their acquaintance and
converfation has lain wholly among the vicious part of womenkind, and
therefore it is no wonder they cenfure all alike, and look upon the whole
fex as a fpecies of impoftors. But if, notwithftanding their private expe-
rience, they can get over thefe prejudices, and entertain a favourable
opinion of fome /#emen; yet their own loofe defires will flir up new
fufpicions from another fide, and make them believe all Mez {ubje& to
the fame inclinations with themfelves.

Whether thefe or other motives are moft predominant, we learn from
the modern hiftories of America, as well as from our own experience
in this part of the world, that Jealoufy is no Northern paflion, but rages
moft in thofe nations that lie neareft the influence of the Sun. It is a
misfortune for a woman to be born between the Tropicks; for there lie
the hotteft regions of jealoufy, which as you come norchward cools all
along with the climate, till you fcarce meet any thing like it in the po-
lar Circle. Our own nation is very temperately fituated in this refpeét;
and if we meet with fome few difordered with the violence of this pa-
fion, they are not the proper growth of our country, but are many de-
grees nearer the Sun in their confltitution than in their climate.

After this frightful account of Jealoufy, and the perfons who are moft
fubject to it, it will be but fair to fhew by what means the paffion may

be beft allayed, and thofe who are poflefled with it fet at eafe. Other
faults
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faults indeed are not under the wife’s jurifdiétion, and fhould, if poflible,
efcape her obfervation s but Jealoufy calls upon her particularly for'its
cure, and defervesall her art and application in the attempt: befides, the
has this for her encouragement, that her endeavours will be always plea-
fing, '1d that fhe will ftill find the affeétion of her husband rifing to-
wards her in proportion as his doubts and {ufpicions vanith; for, as we
11;;-.;_- feen all along, there is fo great a mixture of love in jealoufly as is
well worth the fc.pm ating. But this (hall be the fubject of another paper.

here apply my felf to my fair correfpondents, who defire to live
well with a jealous husband, and to eafe his mind of its unjuft fufpicions.
The firft rule I fhall propofe to be obferved is, that you never {eem
to diflike in another what the jealous man is himfelf guilty of, or to ad-
mire any thing in which he himfelf does not excel. A jealous man is ve-
ry-quick in his applications, he knows how to find a double edge in an
1,11_:8[_\!_, and to draw a Satyr on himfelf out of a Pan r_~*\11ch on ane-
1'1(_*' He does not trouble himfelf to confider the perfon, but to direét
1e ch mﬁ’fm ; and is fecretly pleafed or confounded as he finds more or
i='.';s.: of himfelf in it. The commendation of any thing in another, {tirsup
his Jealoufy, as it fhews you have a value for others befides himfelf; bat
rhe commendation of that which he himfelf wants, inflames him more, 25
it thews that in fome 1e.fpct15 you prefer others before him. lmlouf} 18
admirably defcribed in this view by Horece in his Ode to Lydsa.
