For, as the courfe of things is ordered, general reputa-
tion, when it comes into rivalthip, is rather attendant on favour
and high ftation, than on the fimple endowments of Wit and
Learning. Hence we conclude that unlefs the Province of en-
couraging Letters be wifely and faithfully adminiftered, it
were better for them that there were no encouracements at
all.
